Some people have asked what effect the Canadian Government’s B
changes to Canada Summer Jobs Program will have on Camp
Kadesh. The short answer is at this point we can’t count on any
amount of money from the government. Our team at Camp Kadesh
continues to work to make our organization as financially efficient as
possible. That being said, fees will never cover the full cost of doing our year
round ministry. We simple require the support of those that see the mission
that we are working to accomplish.
In the past we have received around 510,000 to help us hire students. We
would encourage those that feel we are making the right decision in not
accepting these new terms to consider donating additionally to Camp Kadesh
in this season. Ultimately we have seen God provide the resources necessary
and we will make cuts where necessary to stretch what God has provided.
Thank you for supporting us. Continue to also pray in this time of staffing
that we would be able to find the right staff for the over 900 campers that
have already signed up for summer and the over 1500 students already
scheduled to come in May and June.
Applications for our Leader in Training (LIT) program are now being
accepted! This is a three-week program for students finishing grade
9or 10.

Many of our camps fill up in
the first few weeks, so it is important to plan to register in the first
few weeks to ensure availability of preferred dates.
